ocks have always been a staple application in security solutions,
and the standalone electronic lockset has met the demand be-
cause of its retrofit ability in the access control arena
“These locking systems centainly provide the security dealer the ability
to retrofit with an existing door,” said Richard Geringer, vice president of
marketing at Security Door Controls.
The design of the unit offers an easy installation. As a stand-alone system
there are no wires, which enables a quicker and cost effective install.
Access control needs are met as many units incorporate dual verifica-
tion to secure authorized arcas. Keypads and proximity card systems
are very common for dual verification, Geringer said. However, if there
is more traffic, such as in a campus environment, then magnetic stripe
cards are used, he said

Although some manufacturers offer companion biometric verification with their

locksets, it is difficult to predict where the biometric element will be
paired with the system, noted Geringer.

“1 don't see a lot now.” he said. “There are more biometric inger fin-
gerprint readers. I'm not sure how its going at this point.”

Angelo Faenza, general manager at PERSON Assa Abloy division,
said as an industry, “we talk about it (biometrics) constantly,” but Big
Brother omtweighs the change 1o incorporate iris sc
into standalone electronic locksets.

Eventually standalone systems will have more capabilities. The next
technology slated for wider use in the locking systems market will be
wireless applications. “With wireless technology, a lock that is live will
be expected to communicate wirelessly,” Faenza said. “There 1s no ques-
