Sites for the initial installations include: Langley Research Center in
Hampton, VA., The Jet Propulsion Laboratory in Pasadena, CA; Glenn Research Center in
Cleveland, OH; Goddard Space Flight Center in Greenbelt, MD and Ames Research Center in
Moffett Field, CA.
